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  Graham's Derbyshire Ride Out - May 2009 

I offered to take this ride out as I know some cracking roads around here and I just wanted to show 
what's available around here. I set off from home in cloudy conditions and as I rode through Sheffield it 
started to rain... bugger. Any how when I got to the meeting point it was nice and sunny.  

So off we went first down the A61 towards Sheffield; with Terry and Sue bringing up the rear as Bev, 
had gone to Ireland. On my way to the meeting point I went past Hillsborough, and it was very quiet, the 
match wasn't due to start 'till 1.15pm. So it was a bit annoying to find the traffic building up so soon; well 
we were soon past the queues and off up the Rivelin Valley. As we dropped down towards Bamford I 
had intended to turn right at the garage and head off up Winsters Pass (known locally as the Grand 
Canyon) but this was closed for maintenance works; so, I turned left and then through Hathersage 
(Nimby Ville) and out of there and right up the hill towards Abney, I chose this route as it takes you up 
the hill at the back of where I live and you may get a chance to see a badger or two (yes REAL 
ANIMALS). It is a single track road over this hill and not much gravel is to be found. At the far side just 
before we started back down the hill we passed the gliding club. I have flown from there before and you 
get brilliant views over the Peak District. We left the gliding club and made our way down the hill back 
towards Great Hucklow after negotiating a very tight right hand hairpin; one new lad had a moment on 
some loose stones (ok... yeah... gravel) but managed to hold on to the bike.

After a drink and a waz we set off on a roundabout trip to Monsal 
ridge; out of the cafe up the road and first right along this road for a bit past the cross roads and down 
into Litton; and more loose chippings (gravel?). At the bottom of the road in Litton, Mark asked if we 
could stop somewhere scenic; how about up there I said and pointed to the car park at Monsal. Up at 
the car park Mark set us up for a group photo which took some organising as the walkers were in a rush 
to get past and weren't able to wait for a moment. As we left Monsal it was on down through Ashford 
onto the A6 for a short while and right avoiding Bakewell and up over the top towards Monyash and 
Longnor and out towards Staffordshire. The roads up here are great with long sweeping bends; 
swooping down hill and up the other sides; as it is a straight road with few turns you can let the group 
string out and go at their own pace.
